Deuteronomy 15:10  Give generously to him and do so 
without a grudging heart; then because of this the Lord you 
God will bless you in all your work and in everything you 
put your hand to.

Mark 10:42-45  Jesus called them together and said, “You 
know that those who are regarded as rulers of the Gentiles 
lord it over them, and their high of�cials exercise authority 
over them.  Not so with you.  Instead, whoever wants to be-
come great among you must be your servant, and whoever 
wants to be �rst must be slave of all.  For even the Son of 
Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his 
life as a ransom for many.”

John 13:14-15  “Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have 
washed your feet, you also should wash one another’s feet.  
I have set you an example that you should do as I have 
done for you.”

2 Corinthians 4:5  For we do not preach ourselves,  
but Jesus Christ as Lord, and ourselves as your servants 
for Jesus’ sake.

Galatians 5:13-14   You, my brothers, were called to be 
free.  But do not use your freedom to indulge the sinful 
nature; rather, serve one another in love.  The entire law is 
summed up in a single command: ‘Love your neighbor as 
yourself’.

Philippians 2:3-7   Do nothing out of sel�sh ambition or 
vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than 
yourselves.  Each of you should look not only to your own 
interests, but also to the interests of others.  Your attitude 
should be the same as that of Christ Jesus: Who, being in 
very nature God, did not consider equality with God  
something to be grasped, but made himself nothing,  
taking the very nature of a servant, being made in  
human likeness.

1 Peter 4:10  Each one should use whatever gift he has  
received to serve others, faithfully administering God’s 
grace in its various forms.
